Ths Miskory of
1 Dinosaurs

What are dinosauvrs?
The word dinosaur comes from two Grask words meaning “terrible lizard
While dinpsaurs weren'l izards, they were reptiles that rulad the land for
maore than 150 million years. Although scienlists only digcoverad the un-
kneawn animals in the 1820°'s, the bones, teeth, eggs and tracks {called
fossils) they leit behind tell us much abaut the dinosaurs today: whera they
Ived, what they ate and what they looked like,
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When did dinosauwrs live?

Dincsaurs first appeared on the aarth about 220 million yvears ago. Thay
lved during he Mesaozaic Era or the Age of the Reptiles, a time when reptiles
dominated the land, sky and 2ea.  The Mesozoic Era is divided into 1hrea
poenads; the Trassic, the Jurassic and the Cretaceous, Some dinosaurs
lived during anly one ar two periods. some existed throwghout the whaole ara.

What did they look like?

There were hundreds of different tvpes of dinosaurs which varied a lot in size
and appearance. Some dinosaurs walked an four l2gs, soma on wo, Same,
like tha Stegasaurus, had plates along its back, Others had bone domeas and
crowns on their heads like the Triceralops. Even slranger ones had duckbills

and spikes, But all dincsaurs can be divided into two groups: the Omithis-
chians ibird-hipped dincsaurs) and the Saurschians (lizard-hipped dina-
saurs]) Few dincsaurs however, where as small as ioday's birds and lizards.

Ihe z=mallest dingsaurs wera the size of chickens, Cthar dinosaurs wera the
size of dogs or even of man, but the most gigantic dinosaurs wene the largest
Aammals evar 1a live an land.

Tha Brontosaurus o “thurder lizard” was so heavy and long (each one around
A0ft), that scienfists believed its huge feet made tremendous noise when it
walked. Some weighad as much as ten limas that ol a full-grown alaphant!
Diplodocus was even longer, &t times as great as 20it., and the Tyrannosaurus
R, the most ferocious dinosaur of all, 10 L. tall just at the hips!

Were dinosavurs like teday's reptiles?

In zome ways dinosaurs wera vary much like the repliles of foday, Many bad
scaly skin, teath and bones like the lizard. Some laid eggs and werz as
intelligent as the crocedile. Buf dinosauwrs varied very much from foday's
replilas too, Modern reptiles would never grow as large as the dinosaurs did,
and few have the same posture. Today's lizards, lurlles and crocodiles have
legs which extend aut fram thair bodies, Dinosaurs had legs that stood
under their bodies, pushing them up from the arcund and allowing many o
stand on their hind legs. This also helped them o move taster on l@nd.

Where did the dinosavrs live?

Dinosaurs lived in mast parls of the werd and in all different ivpes of set-
tings. Thay could be found in foresls, swamps, plains, desarts and beaches
Just lika the ones we have today, but living of course with differant plants and
animals.

Soientists believe that today's continents uzad te form one large land mass
surroundad by a greal gaa. During the Masazaic era when the dinosaurs
livad, the land mass began o separate, The dincsaurs could still reach all
parts af the land, but the land was slowly changing.  The seas that psed fa
covar Marth America began o drain and the Rocky Mountains started o
form. This macde the waathar change bit by bit. Dinosaurs prabably lived

mostly in A trapical climate with a dey and a rainy season. Near tha coast the
air was probably moist and mild. In the desart it was mare hat and dry,

What did the dinosauvrs eat?
Dinosaurs were gither plant eaters (herbivores) ke the Slegosaunis or meal
aaters {camivares) ke the Tyrannasaurns,

Herbivores ate water plants and laaves which they reached with their lang
necks ar front paws, depending on which they had. The tallest plant eating
dinosaurs could reach the 1ops of trees that weara 20 0. high!  Herbivares
fendaed to have large stomachs and specialized teeth that helped to digest
ihe taugh leaves they lived off of.

Carnivores also had special anztomical features for getting foed, Many had
huge sharp teeth and claws for grabbing thair pray. Some smaller carnivo-
raus dinosaurs had teeth as small as human teesth, But all had grfremaely
sirong jaw muscles to help them chaw and clench their faod. It is balieved
that some dinosaurs were scavengers like today’s vulturas and fed on dead
animals. Other dinosaurs were believed to hunt in packs like wolves, circling
and attacking their prey.

Who was the largest carnivore of all?
The Tyranncsaurus of Tyrant lizard” was he largas! and maanasl carnivare
of all. II's feeth alane ware six inches long. He could have swallowed a

small plant eater whole! The Tyrannosaurus stocd 20 ft, high and 46 faet &

long. His massive body weighied 2ighl lons, 50 big thal some scientists
balieve that ha cauld only have waddled and fed on small creatures, sick
animals and dead dinosaurs.  Others disagree. They 2ay he could havea
chased his pray at forly miles ger hour! So fierce was he Tyrannosawns that
somatimes the word “rex’ or “king” is added 10 his name, making him king of
the tyranis.

What happended to the dinosaurs?

The dingzaurs first appeared on the earth 220 million vears ago and then
mystenausly disappearad 65 million vears ago. Mo one knaws lor sure what
happened to them, bul scientists have many ideas,

Coame belleve that a comet or asteroid kit tha garh and cauvsed bilions of
tons of dusl. The dust blocked out the sunlight and killed tha plants. The
herbivores had nothing to eat and died. \han the heroivores died, the
camivares had no food and died as wel

Cithars think that the changing climate causad by tha land's movemeant during
tha Crataceous period was tao hard for the dinosaurs o adjust 1o, Mayoe it
got too celd and dinosaurs couldn’t survive because thay had no fur or
fealners 1o protect them. Mammalz who did have fur and feathers and who
could hibernate during cold times did suvive and still five today,

Perhaps it is a comtunation of (hese twio thearies and prabably other reasons
too that the dincsaurs disappeared, Only thraunh research and discovery

will man evar hape Lo uncover the reason for the dinosaurs” exbinclian.
