Email sent to West Devon members for your information:-
1) Developments of no more than 10 homes (with a gross floor space not exceeding 1,000 sq.m) would be 

    exempted from levies for affordable housing and tariff based contributions.

2) In designated rural areas, National Parks and AONBs the exemptions would apply only to developments 

    not exceeding 5 new homes; developments of 6 to 10 homes could pay a commuted sum either at or after 

   completion of the development.

3) Redevelopment of a vacant building or its demolition for redevelopment, would give rise to a credit 

    (calculated in terms of floor space) that could be off set against any affordable housing contribution.

West Berks DC and Reading BC councils originally won in the High Court in July 2015, and thus secured the quashing of the new policy. However, the Court of Appeal has upheld the appeal by the Secretary of State against the quashing order ([2016] EWCA Civ 441). The Court of Appeal has now allowed the Secretary of State’s appeal on all four grounds of the appeal.

It follows that the authority can no longer reasonably require affordable housing contributions in respect of small developments.
