Objection-Council feels that these properties would be for the private sector and not affordable housing. Accessibility to the parish, Denham Bridge Road and roads within the village are already under strain from road use. The infrastructures (the school and doctors’ surgery) within the village would need to be consulted as to whether they could cope with the increase of parishioners. 106 agreement must be in place to include improvements to Broad Park Road and to take out blind bends along this road. The visual impact on this World Heritage site and Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty. The site access/entrance is unsuitable. 30mph sign would need to be moved to outside of the village. This Council is awaiting a safety audit for Denham Bridge Road and Woolacombe Road. This development would create more traffic movement within this village which is not wanted.
