Well bodied 
 dog with a correct coat and tail set.  Correct head shape with well set ears.  Good dentition.  He moved 
 well even though he was a little eractic sometimes.

1.  Jaques & Jaques-Harris:   Foxthyme Mr Tobias.  2 year old black/tan dog.  He had a good shaped head and 
 correct shaped eye and well set ears.
