I Agree – All adoptions are conditional on the following points:

You must keep the dog registered with a vet throughout its life, preferably a Vets4pets Branch.

The dog must have annual vaccinations; we can provide a “vaccination for life scheme” with Vets4Pets to ensure this is done at an additional cost of £99.00 payable when you take the dog from us. Travel may be required if you do not live near a Vets4Pets Branch. Vaccination for Life is only through Vets4Pets and no other vet.

The dog must be treated for fleas every 2 months (Frontline or other similar) and wormed every 3 months (Drontal or other similar) as standard or otherwise directed by your vet.

The dog must be insured. Proof of insurance must be provided each year, unless the new owner qualifies for PDSA treatment in which case we will need to see proof of this.
All dogs MUST be castrated or spayed. We will also contact your vet for proof that this has been done if it has not been done prior to adoption.

If you work full time the dog will either be taken to work, or have someone care for it whilst the owner(s) are at work. 

No dogs must be left alone in the home for more than 5 hours, other arrangements MUST be made.


Your home must have a secure garden and you must be willing to provide each dog with the level of physical exercise and mental stimulation it requires each day.
You must ensure the dog is fed as per its requirements on a good quality food, we prefer Burns, James Wellbeloved or Nature Diet as this is suitable for the majority of dogs.

You agree to an initial & annual home check being carried out and ensure that any requirements are carried out and that the boundary fence is maintained securely at 6ft at all times. We may also require a home check to be done within 3 to 6 months of adoption for follow up.
You receive 6 months worth of free training classes with Oakwood Canine Services as required for the individual dog – Subject to availability and suitability. We reserve the right to withdraw free of charge services if they are abused i.e. booking places and not turning up, not continuing with the training away from classes, dog not suitable.

You must keep us informed of your address/contact details for the life of the dog. Further home checks will be carried out on new properties as required. Expenses for the home check may need to be covered by the adopter if this is more than a 30 mile radius of Hull.
You must give the dog a reasonable amount of time to settle and adjust to their new life, however if an incompatibility arises and you can no longer keep the dog, the dog MUST be returned to us.
You agree to pay a minimum adoption fee of £200.00 which covers some of the care that the dog has received and also helps towards veterinary care of other dogs in need. Please note, the cost is a donation not a purchase, If you find yourself in a situation where you need to bring the dog back to us, your money cannot be refunded.
We reserve the right to remove the dog if we feel the above conditions are not being kept or we are in any doubt of the welfare of the dog.
Although we make every effort to ensure the dog you are adopting is fully assessed and fits into your lifestyle, in some circumstances dog’s behaviours change in the home, and may differ from each environment. Also behaviours may occur once the dog starts to settle in the home.
