LET THE POWER OF THE CROSS WHERE JESUS DIED  

GRIP YOU AS YOU READ THE BIBLE 
 
THIS WEEK’S SELECTED BIBLE READING IS HEBREWS CHAPT ER 2:  Selected verses: 9-11 - 
But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels, now crowned with glory and 
honour because he suffered death, so that by the gr ace of God he might taste death for 
everyone.   In bringing many sons to glory, it was fitting that God, for whom and through whom 
everything exists, should make the Pioneer of their  salvation perfect through suffering.   Both the 
one who makes men holy and those who are made holy are of the same family.   So Jesus is not 
ashamed to call them brothers.  14-18:  Since the c hildren have flesh and blood, he too shared in 
their humanity so that by his death he might destro y him who holds the power of death – that is, 
the devil – and free those who all their lives were  held in slavery by their fear of death.  For surel y 
it is not angels he helps, but Abraham’s descendant s.   For this reason he had to be made like his 
brothers in every way, in order that he might becom e a merciful and faithful high priest in service 
to God, and that he might make atonement for the si ns of the people.  Because he himself 
suffered when he has tempted, he is able to help th ose who are being tempted.  
 
The defeat of the mental bondage of schizophrenia in a born-again Christian is fully realised when the 
greater power of the Lord Jesus Christ triumphs over the insidious presence of evil. 
 
You can reach a place of lasting freedom through the once-for-all intervention of God in the death and 
resurrection of Jesus Christ over 2,000 years ago on the stage of human history in Jerusalem. 
 
The complete victory over every power of darkness was eternally transacted when Jesus made an open 
show of the powers of darkness and conquered their last enemy of death itself.   Satan’s embroiled 
bondage of schizophrenia around the human mind and life also suffered a death-blow, too.   Hallelujah!!   
 
Do all you can to enlist the petitions of other Christians to pray for your faith to increase so markedly that 
it brings the power of God obtained for you through the death and resurrection of Jesus into your life.  
Seek for yourself as a major priority the divine quickening through faith of the victorious abiding power of 
the Holy Spirit whose voice can steer you out of the maze of schizophrenia and put its power under your 
feet. 
 
The realisation in me of what could be accomplished through constant faith in the power of God took 
some time to dawn on my life.  For many years, I struggled to keep alive.  God saw a prayer warrior in 
the making, but I was a limping soldier for far too long that I care to remember.  I had all on to continue 
an existence with a full day-time job that just about contained as much trust in Jesus to see that I was 
not overcome by Satan and his cohorts.   Medication hindered faith in Jesus but by no means destroyed 
it. 
 
During the times when there were serious assaults on my life to destroy me, it was necessary to rise up, 
pray and fast and show some prolonged resistance.  The kind of faith strong enough to draw down the 
resurrection power of Jesus was urgently needed at times.  Faith in Jesus began to grow as others 
prayed for me and I was given the long-awaited guidance to come off all medication – actually 23 years 
this month.  Whenever I drew near to God, he drew near to me; whenever faith was strirred with God’s 
help, a divine quickening was always established.    
 
During the days when Tina, her father Maurice and step-mother Esther and others began to pray for me 
marked the first signs of breakthrough.  I always seek to give due place to all those prayers which 
quickened me.   All the honour and power goes to the Lord Jesus Christ who could put such a concern in 
the lives of a small army of intercessors wanting to set me free.   What a difference there can always be 
when Christians instead of talking about the power of prayer, really get down to prove the power of 
prayer. 
 



I attribute answers to prayers that brought about a life-changing decision in me to really want to be free 
of schizophrenia.  When I walked into the toilets at work and said to the Lord Jesus:  “I am going to come 
here in my tea breaks and dinner breaks until you break this power which is over my life,” I feel pretty 
sure the prayers of others were being answered.  
 
The resolve to carry through that decision was maintained by the continuing prayers from my wonderful 
“small army” of intercessors, plus the prayers I was now making.  As the days went by, the vials in 
heaven were being filled for the defeat of schizophrenia not only by their prayers, but by myself as my 
prayer-life took on a more powerful dimension. 
 
If I am having difficulty in getting over what I want to say, it is this.   Do all you can to get others praying 
for you.  Anyone reading this who is concerned about a loved one held in the bondage of schizophrenia, 
or a pastor who struggles to find a way out of the complex mental bondage in a member of his church 
congregation – then, you must pray and pray at such a deep level until there is a breakthrough. 
 
I remember meeting a pastor from abroad at a conference who admitted he had no interest in facing up 
to the challenge of mental illness until the life of a best friend was blitzed by schizophrenia.  It caused 
him to seek God for an answer and the needed breakthrough. So earnest did he become in prayer-
campaigning before God for his friend, that it changed forever his compassion, insight and 
understanding of both mental bondages and unresolved issues in the lives of Christians. 
 
Jesus has poured out the gift of his Holy Spirit in power (see Acts: 1 verse 8).   Your part is to believe 
that your small, human vessel can be a dwelling place for such a Divine visitor.  God “will fill your life 
TODAY to overflowing” if you seek him with all your heart and believe the promises found in His Word.  
 
Nothing is impossible with God.  Jesus said “Everything is possible for him who believes.” (Mark   9:23)   
Even the defeat, yes, the sure and certain once-for-all defeat of schizophrenia!!

Come with the strength of your 
grace and the power of your Spirit to defeat the evil spirit of schizophrenia that troubles me. Now you 
have set my spirit free, pour your delivering and healing power into my life as I take authority in the name 
of Jesus through the power of his blood over the intruding force. I assert your ownership of my life and 
resist any legal right that the devil seeks to hold over my life and bind up and expel any evil presence. I 
believe that my mind, too, can also be completely set free and my whole life enjoy the total freedom of 
Jesus. Amen.

NO WEAPON that is formed against me shall prosper and every tongue which rises against me in 
judgement I do condemn.
