Aberdeenshire has a long term settled Ukrainian population that have made the north east 
of Scotland their home over many years.  Many arrived initially to work in fish and agricultural 
processing industries and are now very much part of our communities.  When Homes for 
Ukraine was launched, our Scottish and Ukrainian communities came together to organise 
fundraisers, donations and drop-ins for newly arrived families. Our Ukrainians Aberdeenshire 
WhatsApp Group allows sponsors and guest to stay connected and stay informed:

The Aberdeenshire Refugee Resettlement Team speak English, Polish, Russian, French and 
Arabic but we also have interpreter support on our phones if needed.  Our Resettlement 
Officers will help guide you through the first few days, weeks and months of resettlement.

We have over 200 fully checked and approved Sponsors in Aberdeenshire waiting to 
welcome you and your family.  Your preference may be to find your own property, but we 
would recommend that you spend some time with a sponsor, take time to settle, get your 
paperwork in order and then plan next steps.  We know most Ukrainians would prefer to be 
in cities, but if you are looking for a good quality of life, job opportunities, excellent schooling, 
good health care and supportive sponsors and communities – come to Aberdeenshire.  You 
may decide to only stay with us for a short period of time, but we can guarantee that we’ll 
provide the supports needed to make sure you have the knowledge, paperwork and resources 
to move on.  Providing Ukrainians with safety and sanctuary from war and conflict, are the 
main goals of Homes for Ukraine – Aberdeenshire has the room and the time to give you both. 
         

We know you will be worried about Housing.  Once you are settled with your sponsor, your 
Resettlement Officers will be able to advise you on Housing options beyond your 6 – 12 
months hosting arrangement.  Our Aberdeenshire Housing teams will guide you through the 
various options and make sure you understand your housing rights and responsibilities.
